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Dear fr iends, 
 
I am writing this in amongst preparations for a wedding this Saturday at our 
church.  I have just been reviewing the vows in the service and come across 
the words, 
It is a way of life that all should honour; it must not be undertaken lightly, 
carelessly, or selfishly, but reverently, responsibly and after serious 
thought. 
 
Makes you think, doesn’t it?  Clearly these promises before God are not for 
the faint-hearted.  What follows in marriage is not going to be always easy 
and success there is less to do with soft-focused moments and more to do 
with a determination to serve one another. 
 
Many of us have made these promises.  It is good to remember vows afresh 
from time to time; they are not supposed to be vague memories but living 
realities.

At baptism you will have declared your faith 
in God before witnesses and most likely then responded positively to this 
question,

a Joint Service at the beginning of a new term.  As part of this service there 
will be a call to renew our promises to Christ- to think again consciously 
about that which many of us said in the past and to commit ourselves afresh 
to living out these words.  I would ask that you make every effort to be part 
of this service on September 7th and that you come having prayed and 
prepared yourselves to renew your vows of love and service to Jesus Christ.
