I am writ ing this on the day that Quench holds i ts second 
session.   
 
Last week we began by considering what the word ‘Quench’ 
meant.   The dict ionary says that to ‘quench’ is to sat isfy, 
part icularly to sat isfy thirst.  At the f i rst Quench last  
Thursday we reminded ourselves of what i t feels l ike to be 
thirsty by eating three cream crackers in two minutes.  Try i t !   
It  makes a glass of water seem very desirable. 
 
People can try to sat isfy their  thirst in l i fe in many ways: by 
buying things, by experiences, by seeking the perfect job or 
the perfect house, by… 
 
The Bible suggests that an encounter with God leads us both 
sat isf ied and thirsty for more.  The woman at  the wel l  in John 
4, who had tr ied to sat isfy her thirst through five husbands 
and at least one lover ,  was offered a new drink to quench her 
thirst once and for al l .   Jesus said to her, 
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Are you feel ing thirsty?  Jesus says come to me and drink.  
This is not the offer of  a sip here and there, but a long and 
sat isfying draft  of  l iving water that wel ls up to eternal l i fe. 
 
I am feel ing thirsty, but sometimes I  need your help to 
persuade me to dr ink.  I am l ike that horse who has been led 
to water but…  Maybe you are l ike me.  Let ’s encourage one 
another to dr ink deeply together and have our thirst quenched.
